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MOCK EXAMINATIONS 2020
· All students are responsible for noting the times of their examinations.
· Students must remain in the examination hall for the scheduled duration of the examination, regardless of when you finish your exam.

· Students need only attend on the days they have examinations.

· Students who do not have examinations may come to school as normal and avail of study facilities. However, you must be present for the start of the exam i.e. 9:00am or 1:00pm. Otherwise, students will not be granted entry to the exam hall. 
· Junior Certificate students will follow their normal timetable between the morning and afternoon examinations. 
· Students do not have permission to leave school premises between examinations. A student who does not have a scheduled exam in the afternoon must sign out in the normal manner, and be picked up from school. Under no circumstances can students just leave the school without the school’s permission. Your parents’ permission or a note presented the next day are not acceptable. The sanction is automatic suspension.
· Books, bags, and coats must be left in designated area in examinations hall.

· Full school uniform must be worn during examinations. A student who is not in uniform will not be permitted to sit the exam until they are in uniform. 
· Similar to the state exams in June, there will be strict control over access to the toilets. Students must get permission from the supervising teacher, sign the register and leave their phone on the designated table. It is at the discretion of the supervising teacher to grant access. 
· 6th Year students take their lunch break in the designated area in the gym, not in school where normal class will be continuing. 3rd Year students take their lunch break in the central area. 
· Where a student is deemed to be disrupting examinations, their parents will be contacted, the student will be removed from the hall and sanctions will be applied.
